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Part 2: Agenda Comparison Grid Analysis
Which Administrative agency would most likely be responsible for helping you address the healthcare issue you selected?
The National Institute of Mental Health (NIMH) would most likely be the administrative agency responsible in helping to address the issue of mental health deinstitutionalization. According to the United States Department of Health and Human Services (HHS), NIMH is a federal agency that is mandated with driving change in the mental health context through clinical research that is aimed at enhancing the comprehension and treatment of mental illnesses. The institute integrates scientific innovations in reinforcing the prevention, cure, and recovery of mental conditions (HHS, 2017). In collaboration with HHS, NIMH would go a long way on offering an appropriate evidence-based direction in dealing with emergent issues as far as mental health deinstitutionalization is concerned.  
How do you think your selected healthcare issue might get on the agenda for the current and two previous presidents? How does it stay there?
The idea of deinstitutionalizing mental health would get into the agenda through the strategies proposed by NIMH in enhancing the recovery of mental health patients. In this sense, NIMH would be required to design appropriate programs based on clinical research to facilitate the recovery process of those living with mental illnesses while also preventing further incidences of the same. Deinstitutionalization has failed in the past and seems not to be an option for the current president, Donald Trump. According to Khazan (2018), Trump prefers the reopening of mental asylums, particularly in addressing the issues of gun violence which have been on the rise. The abuse of mental health patients, however, is one of the aspects of mental asylum that heightens the need for deinstitutionalization. It is a challenge for the deinstitutionalization of mental health to work effectively in Trump’s administration as there are budgetary cuts that are expected to negatively affect such an agenda. One means through which the agenda might go through, however, is through effective implementation of the $15 million allocated for a new Assertive Community Program for individuals with serious mental conditions (Howard, 2018). This would necessitate the collaboration of key stakeholders to ensure progress and continuity of the agenda. The Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) would go a long way in ensuring that the community is aware of mental health conditions and their consequences.  
In reference to George W. Bush, the agenda for the deinstitutionalization of mental health might get on the agenda through the commitments of New Freedom Commission on Mental Health established on April 29, 2002 (Hogan, 2003). This commission would ensure frequent reports about the mental health care delivery in the US and make recommendations regarding improvements that would ensure the actualization of care for individuals with mental illnesses, particularly adults and children with severe mental conditions, to enable their co-existence with others in the community and normalcy in their lives, working, learning, and participation in various engagements (Hogan, 2003). The engagement of this commission or another of its kind would ensure that the agenda stays put. 
Who would you choose to be the entrepreneur/champion/sponsor of the healthcare issue you selected for the current and two previous presidents?
The federal government would be the sponsor of the healthcare issue since it is an issue that has been catered for through Medicare and Medicaid services in the past. It is part of ensuring the well being of the Americans and the government should therefore have a stake in it. In terms of championship, HHS would serve this role since it is the most prominent federal agency involved in establishing various policies for the betterment of the American society (HHS, 2018).
Part 3: a) Talking Points brief with a Policy maker regarding mental health deinstitutionalization
Community based mental health care is documented as the most appropriate approach in addressing the needs of individuals with mental illnesses. Deinstitutionalization is, therefore, important as it enables the actualization of such an approach (World Health Organization [WHO], 2014).
Deinstitutionalization should go beyond the provision of psychiatric services to include public mental health policy and strategies for social inclusion (WHO, 2019). This has implications that individuals with mental illnesses should be empowered through establishment of frameworks that depict them as belonging to the social context under consideration rather than being segregated on the basis of their condition.
Deinstitutionalization enables focus on individualized care and also reinforces the involvement of patients in devising their care plan thereby enhancing effectiveness. Since the approach is community-based, there is adherence to cultural aspects that may be deemed appropriate in the recovery process as well as preventive measures. The involvement of community members also depicts the approach as more therapeutic and thus more acceptable than hospitalization (Lamb & Bachrach, 2001). The implication is that there should be measures to ensure the success and effectiveness of mental health deinstitutionalization, an aspect that calls for the commitment of policy makers and legislators. 
b) Justification of the Role of Nursing in Agenda-setting for healthcare
The role of nursing is present in every healthcare context and therefore, cannot be ignored in agenda-setting for healthcare. Nurses have a critical role of ensuring that the patients get appropriate and quality care. Burke (2016) argues that nursing is founded on science of care and human health. As such, the nursing profession must be involved in setting the policies required in fostering human health at all societal levels. Engagement of nurses in agenda setting in healthcare, therefore, ensures that they influence the establishment of standards of practice through which quality care is guaranteed (Burke, 2016).
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
