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The community health needs assessment revealed a lot about the top health priorities for the community. Based on the results of the assessment, it was determined that the top health concerns within the community included Access to healthcare, diabetes and high prevalence of communicable diseases. The following essay will provide the primary, secondary and tertiary prevention strategies for these top three community health needs.

The first health need is that of access to healthcare. Members who were interviewed during the assessment expressed their concern about not being aware of the available health services. So, there was low usage of preventative care measures available within the community. Also, most of the members of the members of the community lacked health insurance hence limiting their ability to access affordable healthcare services. The most difficult to access services in the community included dental care, mental health, specialty care,and primary care. These services were very difficult,especially for the uninsured patient. 


The second health need to be identified during the assessment was that of diabetes. The community has a high rate of mortality due to diabetes and also a high rate of adult diabetes. Most of the interviewees claimed that diabetes was the most frequent chronic disease within the community. There was also a high rate of preventable hospitalization due to diabetes. 

The third health need for the community was the prevention of communicable diseases. It was determined that the most communicable diseases within the community were STIs. For instance, the prevalence of chlamydia within the community was very high. There was also a high rate of HIV within the community. Other problematic communicable diseases identified within the community included gonorrhea and tuberculosis. 


The health needs above can easily be addressed through the use of different prevention strategies. For instance, primary prevention strategies such as education can be used for all three health needs. Education can focus on preventative measures that will help reduce the incidence rates for these health issues. For instance, diabetes education will help prevent the occurrence of diabetes in the community(Brownson, 2017). Secondary preventative measures can also be used to help in the management of the diseases hence preventing the occurrence of adverse effects. Tertiary prevention measures can help in recovery hence further reducing the health concerns within the community(Douthit, 2015). 

Some of the recommendations that might work for the community include the initiation of education programs, disease management programs and community funding. Education programs can work as primary prevention strategies since they will help prevent the occurrence of health issues (Douthit, 2015). Disease management programs will help reduce the adverse effects of health issues. For instance, diabetes management programs can help reduce the cases of preventable hospitalization due to diabetes. Finally, community funding will help increase access to health care. Most people lack access due to lack of funds; hence community funding can help prevent the issue of access to healthcare (Brownson, 2017). 


In conclusion, there are several health needs in our community. However, the most pressing issues include access to healthcare, diabetes and the occurrence of communicable diseases. Nonetheless, these health issues can be solved easily through the application of different interventions such as educational programs and community funding.
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
