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The French and Indian War was a massive battle between the Great Britain and France. This war was known as the Seven Years War because even though it took place from 1754 to 1763 most of the fighting in the war took place for seven years between 1756 and 1765. The War ended with the Treaty of Paris in 1763 which was a way to bring upon change. The British and French and various, often changing, Native American allies, fought over control of territory in North America (1). 
One of the main causes of the war was all about the upper Ohio River valley. The Ohio River Valley was a huge part of the British Empire, and therefore open for trade and settlement by Virginians and Pennsylvanians, or part of the French Empire (2). The value of being able to trade along this river intrigued everyone and really brought a lot of turmoil between Great Britain and France because both wanted to be a part of it. In a way both sides knew that they would not give up this key important piece of land and they was willing and able to go to war for it. The impact that trade had on bout Great Britain and France was so impactful that they knew they had to settle for war because neither would want to lose this massive resource that they had. Both truly wanted to dominate the Northern American region and just take full control over it without any types of conflict to deal with. 
Another key cause of the French and Indian war was that the American Indians did not want to lose their control of their land. They knew the power that the British had and understood that they would have to seek change if they wanted to keep control over their land (3). They also understood the power that the British had with them claiming the Upper Ohio River Valley although they claimed it as well. The American Indians knew that they would have to seek this change if they wanted to have a better future and if that meant war, they were going to be dedicated to seeking that change as soon as possible.  The French and British battled to control the region for decades (4) which is truly crazy but also shows the importance of these regions of trades during this time period. Trade was a way for these countries to build a stronger region and build allies that would also help them become stronger. So, it was easy to see why these countries wanted to fight over this control of this region for years and had to find a way to settle because they knew this war would be nonstop. 
When looking at another key reason of the French and Indian war was due to a lot of conflict on the religion aspect between the two. The government hated the fact of religion freedom and really could not deal with the fact that people had other views when it came to religion (5). The British was out to keep separation of the churches and did not want to seek out any types of religious freedom of their people. They knew that the French was controlled by the Roman Catholic Church while it was known that the British were protestant (6). This caused so much uproar because of like I stated before the religious freedom that the British tend to hate so much. The British believed in having control over everything and that is why so many people did not like their presence at all. They did not believe in any sort of freedom and people being able to be their true self. They felt as if everyone must live their life just like them especially if they were going to around them and be a part of their region. They hated to see someone test their power because they felt as if they ran the new world, and no one would ever try to test them. 
One of the final reasons I wanted to touch on was the feud for resources that both sides felt like they needed to build a stronger nation. Many different aspects caused for this war many people felt as if this war was bound to happen to matter what because of so many small aspects throughout the years even before this war was a thought.  But resources around that North America region was very key and everyone truly wanted to be a part of the trade system. They key resource was the rich fur trade (7). Fur trade was a very key aspect to this war because both sides really knew how profitable it would be to have full control over fur trade. Alongside the Ohio River Valley many people knew the profit that came with this fur trade industry. So, there was many people willing to do whatever it took to get full control over it. This is what brought upon the war because both were already fighting over the Ohio River Valley, but once you add a key resource like fur there was no telling what they were willing to do to get control over it. This is when war broke out because both sides understood that neither would back down from this because they both wanted to be the leader of the fur trade without having anymore conflict. 
Great Britain and France knew the impact that the trade industry had and how it could impact their futures for the better. That is why each one of them wanted to sole ownership of the Ohio State River Valley and was willing to do whatever it took to gain that control they needed. The Sevens Year war was truly a global conflict that had many of Great Britain and their allies going up against France and their allies. It was a massive war that lasted for close to a decade all and ended up leading to the Treaty of Paris of 1763. Which saw France give up all their territories and truly just losing everything they fought for seven years for. 
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
