Verona, There are some inconsistencies in formatting your teaching plan. Please read my comments and view the Loom recording.
Verona, I would like to see you select more active teaching strategies. You have pretty much chosen a lecture format, and you would want the students to be more engaged and to remember the information rather than just memorize it, which is what will happen. I provided some examples for you to consider. The other issue is that your teaching strategies must align with the behavior/verb that you have in your objectives. For example, if you objective has "discuss" your teaching strategies must include an opportunity for the students to discuss the information.

ME: My suggestion is to use GROUPS – that is like grouping the students in 3 groups if its about 15 in the class, do competitive active discussion, like she said she wants something active

Criteria Comments
You are on the right track with providing explanations as to why lecture format would be appropriate in and of itself, but because of the misalignment of Bloom's verbs in the objectives and your teaching strategies, you will need to revise these. This is important because when you go to write the evaluations methods, they need to be ones that allow the students to demonstrate they met the objectives.
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
