Formatting Billings and Halstead text
A couple of things. First I am confused as to where many of you have found the title to include "e-book". I use the APA Manual guidelines and I don't see that included. If someone would let me know where you found this I would appreciate it. The other thing is that Billings and Halstead are the editors (and authors of some chapters), so it should be cited as an edited book. Each chapter has a different author. So if you are using just one chapter from the book, you need to cite with that author and the title of the chapter, page, followed by Billings and Halstead as the editors and the full title of the book. Remember that you must include both the title and subtitle.
[bookmark: _GoBack]A couple of things with APA format. The first letter of the subtitle (after the colon with your article must be capitalized and you need to include the edition of Billings within the parentheses where the page numbers are.
