Overview
It is expected for students obtaining a DNP to obtain 1,000 post-baccalaureate clinical hours to meet AACN’s DNP Essentials requirement. These hours are important to track throughout the courses in the DNP. Although you do not need to upload hours this semester, you are expected to begin working on your CastleBranch requirements so you can begin documenting hours in NU 726. Ensure you are following all the CastleBranch requirements (even if you are not clinical) so you do not run into any problems documenting hours into Core Elms. Please note that you cannot upload DNP hours into Core Elms when CastleBranch is out of compliance.
If you have a master’s degree that required clinical hours, you can transfer up to 400 historical clinical hours. The number of approved hours that were approved upon admission to Regis College is listed in Core Elms under “historical hours.” For example, if you see 100 historical hours, then you still need to earn 900 DNP hours. If you see 500 historical hours, then you need 500 DNP hours.
If you are in an APRN track (for example, obtaining an FNP or PMHNP) you can apply 500 clinical hours that you need to earn for your degree. If you are an educator or leader, your field work hours can be applied as clinical hours. It is important to stay on top of your hours and track them, so you do not miss any hours down the road.
You will be pairing each hour with the student learning outcomes (SLOs) and signifying how you earned that hour.
Some examples of the ways you can earn DNP hours is through the following:
1. Communicating with stakeholders at your employment about your DNP project
2. Researching about your DNP project
3. Writing and completing assignments related to your DNP project
4. Attending a conference related to your DNP project topic
5. Having a Zoom conversation with faculty
6. Talking and collaborating with your mentor
If you have a question about whether an action meets the requirements of a DNP hour, please let your faculty know and they can best advise whether it counts.
