1. Using the readings and references, write a complete SOAP note for this patient in the proper format.
2. Post the SOAP note to this discussion board for your peer review.
3. Your post should include a subjective and objective section with correct patient information, an explanation of differential diagnoses, and a comprehensive treatment plan which incorporates both psychosocial interventions as well as a medication plan, if indicated, with collateral information and patient education.
4. Use appropriate scholarly references and APA format.
5. Use the SOAP note template found in the Week 6: Learning Materials for your submission.
Replies
Reply to at least two of your classmates. In your reply posts, critique the plan by answering the following questions:
· Do you agree or disagree with the plan?
· Is anything missing from the plan?
· Compare your peer's plan to yours. What are the advantages and disadvantages of each?
· Your response should include evidence of review of the course material through proper citations using APA format.
Pick out an idea from your peers’ initial post that you find most interesting and tell how you will use this information in practice.

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Week 6 Get Started: Suicide PSA Proposal

Instructions
In Week 8, you will be completing a public service announcement (PSA) on an area of interest for suicide prevention based on the materials for this course or other resources.
For this assignment, you will create an engaging one- to two-minute public service announcement (PSA) aimed at mobilizing the community to take action and facilitate change. Your announcement should be designed to grab and hold the attention of the viewer. You will need to conduct research about the population and suicide prevention in order to create an effective PSA. Identify the risk and protective factors of your population of interest.
You may use the medium of your choice, such as podcast recording, video recording, or PowerPoint video. Your PSA must include voice over.
In preparation for this assignment and to help you get started, you should consider the following:
· Develop a list of outcome objectives your PSA will address.
· Familiarize yourself with other public service announcements to evaluate what you feel is effective or not effective.
· Tailor your PSA regarding suicide prevention carefully to the special population people group.
· Think about your word choices. How will you capture people’s attention?
· What questions will your PSA answer? How will your PSA raise awareness or change the public’s attitudes and behaviors?
· How does your PSA fulfill the objectives you have created?
· Script out your PSA and prepare for recording.

Practitioners in primary care and other clinic settings have the opportunity to connect to people who may have suicidal ideation and behaviors of concern.
Suicide is preventable; SAMSHA research informs us that one of two people who have killed themselves had contact with a primary care professional prior to their death. In addition, one of five people had seen a mental health provider prior to their death. Some people had gone to the emergency room in the months prior to their death.
Even silence is communication. There are encounters when the patient is not ready to fully disclose with the practitioner. Silence in this context can be empowering for the client, and resistance can occur if the pace of communication is too fast. Slowing down allows the patient to gather their thoughts. Cultural sensitivity demonstrates regard for diversity, beliefs, and behaviors. For example, sometimes patients are silent about important things because they want to express sensitive information to someone from a background similar to their own. Respecting communication patterns requires a disposition that demonstrates an awareness of the dignity and uniqueness of each person.
Questions to keep in mind:
· What happened when communication stalled for you?
· What were the results of poor communication?
· Did it result in a wrong diagnosis? Incorrect or unnecessary medication? Was there a loss of contact with a patient?
· Were you able to overcome the communication failure?
· What communications skills would you have liked to have better practiced to change the outcome for the patient?

2. Upload your recording as an unlisted video on YouTube. Important: It is your responsibility to ensure that your link is active and working. It is highly recommended that you play back your video from a different device than the one you used to upload to YouTube to ensure that it works properly.

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Week 6 Assignment 2: Client Encounter Journal Entry

Instructions
Journaling is a continual reflection on clinical experiences and your related thoughts, feelings, and behaviors surrounding those experiences. You will not be graded on the experiences you have had, but instead on your commitment to reflecting on those experiences and utilizing those reflections to improve your professional identity and skillset. Your journal is a place where you can record thoughts regarding a specific client encounter. Think of the journal as a personal, one-to-one communication tool between you and your instructor. Journal entries are viewable only by you and your instructor. All clinical discussion or communication will protect the confidentiality of clients.
While being mindful of integrating critical thinking into the management of clients during the clinical experience, you will also be evaluating health promotion and maintenance for children, adolescents, adults and/or older adults, to include medically underserved groups. The PMHNP role also encompasses analyzing cultural proficiency and spirituality in the assessment, diagnosis, treatment, and management of clients with mental health conditions.
Your entry must be about a client encounter you had this week and should be no more than 500 words. Journal entries should also include an analysis of the nurse practitioner role or the potential role in the clinical setting. Select one of the following options to help guide you:
Option 1
Write about a situation that you felt you handled well. What did you do? Provide justification and reasoning for your actions. This commentary should include reference to relevant course content or research.
Option 2
Write about a situation where you felt unsure of yourself. What happened? What made you question your decision-making? If faced with the same situation in the future, how would you like to handle it differently? Provide justification and reasoning for your actions. This commentary should include reference to relevant course content or research.
Option 3
Write about a situation that you felt you handled incorrectly. What happened? How would you change your actions to result in a different outcome? Provide justification and reasoning for your actions. This commentary should include reference to relevant course content or research.
Option 4
Write about a continuation of a situation that you faced earlier in your clinical. How has the situation evolved? What have you done to guide the relationship? What interventions and so on have you tried? What is the current outcome? What are your goals with this patient? Provide justification and reasoning for your actions. This commentary should include reference to relevant course content or research.
