
The University of Massachusetts Chan Medical School Tan Chingfen Graduate School of Nursing (UMass Chan GSN) is pleased to announce that applications for the Psychiatric Mental Health Nurse Practitioner (PMHNP) Fellowship Program will open on Monday August 14, 2023.
 
This statewide fellowship is designed to prepare and transition PMHNP graduates and PMHNP students into an integrated community health center (CHC) practice setting.
 
PMHNP graduate-level and student-level applicants must meet the minimum eligibility criteria for the Fellowship. All Fellowship information, including eligibility criteria, can be found on the UMass Chan GSN website. Graduates and students who are bi-lingual and/or reflect the population served by a CHC (e.g., languages spoken, lived experience in urban or rural underserved communities) are strongly encouraged to apply.
 
In exchange for a 12-month paid service commitment, as employees of the community health center, PMHNP graduates will receive preceptorship, clinical supervision of prescriptive practice, and weekly didactic trainings and grand rounds to enhance their knowledge and enrich their experience.
PMHNP students will receive preceptorship and hands on community experience that will increase their knowledge and skill of providing psychiatric mental health services in a community health center.  Students will receive a stipend at the beginning of their semester-long placement and maybe eligible to receive an additional stipend if they choose to continue for an additional semester at a CHC, providing approval is granted by their PMHNP Program clinical placement coordinator. Students will be invited to apply for the graduate Fellowship upon graduation.    
Applications close at 11:59 PM EST on September 25, 2023. All applications will be reviewed by UMass Chan GSN and the Massachusetts League of Community Health Centers. Potential PMHNP graduates and PMHNP students will be interviewed in November and matched to a CHC in December 2023. The Fellowship program will begin in January 2024.
