A Look Back at Your Journey
Throughout your DNP degree program, your identity as a professional nurse has gone through a transformation. Through your didactic courses, you have laid a foundation that will prepare you for your Project & Practicum experience. Each milestone of your DNP journey has moved you closer to the development of your DNP practice change project.
In this course, you have continued to develop practice readiness as a DNP-prepared nurse through the examination of a gap in practice. As a doctoral student, you have learned the importance of continually returning to the literature to explore the available research on a topic of interest. You identified a practice problem that is influencing healthcare outcomes at the micro, meso, or macrosystem level and that is of concern in your practice environment. You have gathered and analyzed data regarding the practice problem from a local to a global perspective. A search of the literature assisted you in the identification of an evidence-based intervention. You paired the evidence to the gap in practice to ensure the intervention has proven effective in addressing the identified practice problem. While developing a practice question, you identified measurable outcomes for your project. The stakeholders impacted by the practice problem have been ascertained and a plan for implementing your project has been drafted.
