Read through this to fully understand the guidelines for the Healthy People 2030 PowerPoint presentation.
Throughout this course, you will be working to develop a Healthy People 2030 PowerPoint presentation. The presentation is designed to increase your awareness of how patterns of frequency and the causes and effects of diseases that impact human populations.
Please review Browse Objectives—Healthy People 2030 for topics to choose from. You will choose your topic in Week 2: Choose your topic. This is a first come, first served sign-up option so please choose early to get your preferred topic.
When you have determined your topic, begin to compile and analyze data by time, place, and person.
Your presentation should include:
· Data and the information it reveals. Are there limitations, missing information, and eccentricities?
· The population that is impacted by the health condition. The extent and pattern of the public health problem being investigated—which months, which neighborhoods, and which groups of people have the most and fewest number of cases.
· A description of the health of a population that can be easily communicated with tables, graphs, and maps.
· An overview of the core objectives and if they have met the target goal.
· The areas or groups within the population who have high rates of disease. This information in turn provides important clues to the causes of the disease, and these clues can be turned into testable hypotheses.
· The three levels of prevention and how they relate to your objective.
· Finally, as a DNP-prepared nurse why it is important to interpret and understand the cause and effects in your chosen topic specific to human populations.

Specific instructions for each deliverable are provided in their corresponding weeks. The goal of each of these parts is to help guide you in the completion of the Healthy People 2030 PowerPoint presentation.
Examining peer-reviewed scholarly resources will be necessary to complete this assignment successfully. You cannot simply base your information from anecdotal personal experience. The expectation is that you will support your findings with a minimum of five scholarly peer-reviewed resources that have been published within the last five years. Resources that end with .com and .org are not acceptable resources.
Healthy People 2030 PowerPoint Presentation Criteria
The purpose of this assignment is to create a summary PowerPoint presentation of your chosen objective. This summary should present your area of focus, target population, and epidemiological findings and shows how you have integrated your ideas. It should also demonstrate how this will be applied in evidence-based nursing practice.
Directions
Your presentation should include the following:
· Specific area of focus, target population, relevancy to epidemiology, current objective status, populations affected by health disparities, and current evidenced-based research used to impact your chosen objective (may include polies and programs at the state or national level) and application to evidence-based nursing practice
· Graphics that help support your text (for example, graphs or tables).
· Up to 15 slides excluding the title and reference slides.
· Title slide with your name and the name of your objective
· Reference slide(s) that follow the most current APA guidelines.
PowerPoint Presentation Guidelines
· The length of your presentation should be 7-10 minutes.
· You are expected to use the PowerPoint Template (PPT) provided.
· Your presentation should be produced using Instructions for Narrated PPT Slides.
· The graphics or tables you include in your PowerPoint presentation should be properly cited in APA format.
· Be certain to refer to the APA 7th Ed. Publication Manual for guidelines on writing and preparing a PowerPoint presentation in proper formating.
· Review the How to Format a PowerPoint Presentation in APA Style (Website) for more information.
· Create a voice-over PowerPoint/Prezi presentation containing details of your educational plan.
· Record yourself using Zoom (Zoom Tutorial). After your recording is complete, follow these instructions to create an unlisted YouTube video. You will need the YouTube video URL to submit your work. Do not upload a video file (MP4).
· Submit your voice-over PowerPoint/Prezi presentation using the assignment submission instructions and upload your video in Week 7.

Instructions

3. After reviewing the learning materials for this week, describe why epidemiology is important to nursing and what a public health approach includes.
4. Discuss the impact of epidemiology at an international, national, and state and local levels.
Your initial post must have at least two unique peer-reviewed, scholarly references to support it and the two peer response posts must have two different sources from the initial post and from each other. These references should come from sources other than your textbook or weekly readings and must be included/integrated into the text of the initial discussion post.
Replies
Reply to at least two of your classmates. In your peer reply posts, each peer reply must include a minimum of two unique peer-reviewed, scholarly references that are not from your textbook or weekly readings. References must be different for each peer response and also different than the initial post. Please include/integrate your peer-reviewed, scholarly references in your two peer reply posts and offer supporting thoughts or ask additional questions.
