NU-710 Informatics in Healthcare
Informatics Scholarly Paper Guidelines 
Overview 
Throughout this course, you will work on an Informatics Scholarly Paper (ISP). The first deadline is in Week 2, when the title page and the reference page are due. Two separate drafts are due in weeks 3 and 5.
The final copy is not until Week 6, which gives ample time to make suggested revisions from your faculty. The ISP broadens your knowledge of information technology (IT) in promoting quality and safety in healthcare and preventing medical errors. The paper will be worth 100 points and should be 10–12 pages in length, not including the cover page, appendices, and references. At least 13-15 references are required, and the paper must be in the APA manual 7th edition format-no exceptions. This means private opinions, political viewpoints, and first-person voice are not acceptable. Follow the guidelines in the Young School of Nursing rubric for Written Assignments. 
 
Instructions
Review the guidelines below for complete instructions on the required content for the paper. Begin by looking at the literature for articles. Next steps include creation of a topic and title page for your paper; both may change as the paper develops. Next, you will review the literature for the references on this topic. It is helpful to meet with the Regis College librarian for assistance in your literature search. Create an introduction to set the stage for the rest of the paper and prepare the reader for what the chosen topic is and how it evolved using very current citations. Please pay close attention to
The Informatics Scholarly Paper timeline below.

Begin to research your selected population in the literature. When needed, please contact Regis College Library Services for help finding resources.

Informatics Scholarly Paper Timeline 
1. Weeks 1-2 Choose Topic: Selection of a gap or issue in health informatics for patients and/or providers. Other creative ideas are welcome, but should be approved at the discretion of the faculty.
1. Week 2 Assignment 1: Informatics Scholarly Paper-Draft I due. This includes the title page, introduction, eight references, and the theory or conceptual model based in informatics from a list.
1. Week 3 Creation of the social media intervention for the chosen topic.
1. Week 4 Assignment 1: Informatics Scholarly Paper Draft II due. This includes the informatics theoretical model, picture graphic, and potential media intervention (based on evidence). Add more references here to total 8-10. 
1. Week 5 Assignment 1: Informatics Scholarly Paper Draft III due. This includes the instruments to measure and analysis. Add more references to total 13-15.
1. Week 6 Assignment 1: Final Informatics Scholarly Paper-Recommendations and Conclusion. 
1. Week 7 Discussion 1: Informatics Scholarly PowerPoint Presentation Peer Review. 
1. Week 7 Assignment 1: Informatics Scholarly PowerPoint Presentation for Faculty review.

[bookmark: _Int_Owbmdw5H]Please read carefully all the information provided for the Informatics Scholarly Paper Guidelines (ISP). Throughout this course, you will develop your Informatics Scholarly Paper (ISP). Later in the course, you will develop PowerPoint slides that correspond with the paper and record your presentation. The paper is designed to increase your awareness of the importance of informatics in healthcare and your role. The ISP will examine the role of the nurse in managing health information technology (HIT) and electronic medical records (EMRs), as well as theories and research specific to healthcare in an effort to provide safety, quality, and reduced medical errors. You are expected to select an informatics theory to provide a framework for the paper and guide the concepts discussed.   
 
Informatics Scholarly Paper Guidelines
[bookmark: _Int_DWG4dYYT]This is an informatics scholarly paper rooted in health informatics theory with the aim of presenting a fictitious issue that you will develop by exploring the literature. You will share information about your choice of an informatics theory from a list, go about finding an issue in health informatics, then define it, and then create an intervention that you design. The goal is to present the issues surrounding the health informatics issue and propose the best fit for a theory to match it. The last part includes how this process applies to the role of the DNP and incorporates what future research may be needed to improve patient safety. Please see Week 6 Assignment 1: Final Informatics Scholarly Paper for the Writing Assignments grading rubric. 
 
APA Formatting and References 
Use APA 7th edition format throughout your paper, including citations and references. For guidance, use the APA manual listed in the course syllabus. You may also review Sample Annotated Student Paper in APA Style (PDF) as an example to follow. Be sure there are adequate citations in your paper and avoid use of first person (I, we, our, me, mine).   
 
Your references must be peer-reviewed journals and/or scholarly books not included in this course’s learning materials. You must have at least 13 to 15 references total in your final draft. References must be published within the last five years unless they are considered seminal works. 
 
I.  Introduction 
Length: Three to four paragraphs 
References: Two to four minimum 
 
Set the stage for the paper by enticing the reader to want to learn more by starting our broadly and getting more specific as the paper progresses. The reader may not know about this informatics topic and needs to hear all the details. Think of more scholarly words and sentences that show your knowledge and synthesis of the text and literature at the doctoral level. Consider how to highlight the culture or group you have chosen and spotlight their unique characteristics using APA 7th edition formatting. Here are key points: 
 
1. Offer a central idea through a clear introduction of the topic at hand. 
1. Develop the topic through well-cited and current references. 
1. For each paragraph, give an introduction sentence, three or four explanatory sentences, and a concluding sentence. 
1. Avoid rambling and repeating. 
1. Conclude with a paragraph to wrap things up leaving the reader to ponder what was stated. 
1. Avoid using your own opinion or political views of a culture. 
1. Monitor your writing to be inclusive and in alignment using unbiased and gender-neutral writing. 
 
In the introduction, be sure to state the purpose for the paper and think about how to engage the reader by sharing the latest information found in the literature.  
 
II.  Define the Health Informatics Issue 
Length: Two to four pages 
References: Five minimum 
 
Initiate this section by using the references you have found. The references should have been published within the last five years. When necessary, you may use seminal works, or those written many years ago by a well-documented expert. Speak to the four principal “V’s’” of Big Data (See video in Week 1) where appropriate. Other items to consider adding are marginalized populations, community health, public health, quality and safety, disparities, gaps in care, national guidelines, and data analytics. 
Break this portion up using sub-headers that you title based upon the content within. Support all main points with current citations that are paraphrased rather than quotes. Be sure that you add a concluding sentence to each section to leave the reader fully informed. 
 
III.  Informatics Theoretical Model and Graphic 
Length: Two to three pages 
References: Four minimum 
 
The informatics theoretical model will be presented in this section, and you are free to either pick one that is a good fit or one from the list provided. For the model selected, supply the basic premise, the concepts defined, a graphic picture of the model, basic principles, and theoretical underpinnings or other theories this may be derived from. Lastly, justify why this model fits well with your gap or informatics issue and how it fits with your own value system as an individual and as a DNP. 
  
IV.  Health Informatics Intervention, Instruments, and Analysis 
Length: Two to four pages 
References: Two minimum 
 
Optimal health information is one goal all advanced practice and DNP nurses should aspire to. These may include embracing differences, providing a trusting patient relationship to diverse groups, promoting quality and safety, and being more aware of community and public health needs. This includes compassion for the individual and briefly stepping into their world to thoroughly immerse yourself in their potential health disparities and negotiating the big data in healthcare systems.  
In this section you will: 
1. Define and describe a patient situation, whereby this high-level type of technical health informatics, yet compassionate care is delivered with confidence.  
1. Create an intervention or solution to the issue you have chosen and share an example of a patient of your choice to exemplify this issue.  
1. Consider what kinds of instruments or tools you will use as a pretest and posttest for your patient or providers.  
1. Then describe what kind of analysis you will use for the pretest/posttest design.  
1. Explain what the expectations of you, as a provider as it relates to the theory you have presented and how will this change your approach to this patient scenario using a scholarly writing approach. 
 
V. Conclusion and Future Implications for Future Research 
Length: Four paragraphs 
References: Two to Four 
 
Consider what was gathered for this paper and supply takeaways that could be practically used by a DNP in caring for patients. Spotlight they key elements of the literature search and synthesis presented for the reader as a summary. Suggest two areas of future research that you gleaned by searching the literature and reviewing other studies on this topic. Share how you will change your practice based on this scholarly paper.

PowerPoint Guidelines  
Overview  
Throughout this course, you will work on an Informatics Scholarly Paper (ISP). The first deadline is in Week 2, when both the title page and the reference page (with eight references) are due. Two separate drafts are due in weeks 3 and 5. The final copy is not due until Week 6, which gives ample time to make suggested revisions from your faculty. In addition, you will be creating a PowerPoint presentation to share with your peers in Week 7; you will turn in a copy of your PowerPoint to your faculty to grade on Day 7. As you develop your paper each week, you will add slides to your PowerPoint corresponding with what you have written. You are free to pick the design of your choice and add pictures, graphs, and images that exemplify your slide content. Please keep in mind that this is doctoral level work that will be uploaded to Moodle and netiquette applies here. Avoid offensive, demeaning, or inappropriate content. Be sure to provide a citation under any images you add. 

This PowerPoint will help to broaden your knowledge about health informatics and the role of the Doctor of Nursing Practice (DNP) provider and the importance of disseminating a professional presentation. This assignment will require time and effort. You should plan to create a script to follow, but practice enough to avoid reading it verbatim during your presentation. This is not a group project, but rather your own individual work.
The PowerPoint will be worth 100 points and should be 15-20 slides including the title slide, which should include your name, course, and credentials, the title of the paper, and the date. This PowerPoint should be used to present the content in a Zoom recording as the student teaches other peers about their paper. Pertinent photos, graphs, figures, and tables should be used. The slides should be at least a 24-point font with minimal bulleted points. The less to read, the better. This recording should be very natural as if you were presenting in class live. References can be created in a QR code (see Google for help on this). At least 13-15 references are required. 	Comment by Caroline Caballero: Is this the students' credentials? The actual recording may require a few takes. In recording yourself, be sure your wording makes sense and have the point PowerPoint visible in the Zoom recording as you speak. All background noise should be avoided; the use of a computer or laptop to record is best. Be sure the room in which you record is appropriate without distractions.
