As a part of the practicum experience, students will enter practicum hours for the work they are doing in the practicum courses to meet the AACN Essentials. The Practicum Log Assignment in Week 8 requires you to enter the number of practicum hours indicated by your course letter.  By the end of the program, you are required to have a minimum total of 1,024 approved hours.
 Practicum Hour Guidelines:
1. Each entry is limited to 4 hours and a maximum of 12 hours per day
2. Practicum Hours must be entered within 7 days of the activity
3. The Number of practicum hours for quality improvement meetings is 10 hours per course
4. Entries cannot contain multiple activities because the DNP Essential and Activity must match what is in the notes
5. The “Notes” section you enter must be detailed and substantiate the number of hours logged for the entry.
