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Instructions
Part of the professional development of the DNP student includes creation of a portfolio to demonstrate your achievements, both in the program and outside the program, which can be used in practice. One form includes an electronic portfolio with the goal of applying for various positions in practice. The videos and resources provided are an important aspect of your portfolio development.
One requirement of DNP students is to have a professional portfolio. This portfolio is an online representation of your academic and professional accomplishments and achievements. All the contents must reflect content that helps you in a professional manner.
A professional portfolio is an organized collection of relevant documents showcasing your professional growth. A well-developed and structured portfolio has value as both a process of assessment and evaluation as a product. Professional portfolios are individualized and unique so no two will be the same.
The following items should be included in your portfolio:
· Bio
· CV
· Photo
· Professional development activities
· Publications/presentations
· Affiliations with professional organizations
· Honors and achievements awarded
· CVs of all project team members
· CITI certificate
The nine Student Learning Objectives (SLOs) give you an opportunity to assess your achievement of the DNP program outcomes through the development of a portfolio.
The nine SLOs are the following:
1. Evaluate the theoretical bases for nursing as they support organizations in achievement of adaptation and culturally competent care for healthcare delivery.
2. Synthesize evidence from research and theory to enhance delivery of quality healthcare.
3. Develop systems supportive of effective communication at the organizational and interdisciplinary levels.
4. Generate knowledge through research and/or evidence-based practice to advance the nursing profession.
5. Evaluate ethical, legal, and professional standards of practice.
6. Evaluate the leadership and management roles of the doctoral prepared nurse in creating a quality healthcare delivery system.
7. Create an environment that maximizes continued learning and development for professional practice.
8. Evaluate the dynamic forces and issues influencing healthcare delivery in order to initiate interdisciplinary and multidisciplinary change that affects the quality of the healthcare system.
9. Evaluate the effectiveness of leadership and educational strategies in influencing healthcare practitioners toward the design and implementation of effective healthcare delivery.
