Initial Post
After reading and reviewing learning materials, you will develop your PICO question. Review the PICO video, which describes the Population, Intervention, Comparison, and Outcome. State your clinical practice question in the PICO format and post.
Review the following example.
· Population describes the sample population.
· Intervention names the clinical intervention or therapies of interest.
· Comparison identifies a comparison intervention, or the intervention is compared to usual care or procedure.
· Outcome describes the outcome or consequences.
Consider the following prompts to discuss:
· What is the problem you would like to investigate?
· What is the population of focus?
· What type of evidence-based intervention or guidelines do you want to employ?
· How will you implement the intervention?
· How will you evaluate the outcomes of your project?
· How do you plan to translate your findings into practice?
Here is an example:
Let’s say you want to structure and investigate a telephonic management program to enhance self-care for adults with diabetes in rural areas and to compare it to the usual care in an urban area.
· P = adults with diabetes in rural area
· I = telephonic management program
· C = urban area
· O = self-care (You will want to assess the education from the telephone session along with HgA1C and perhaps other measures.)
Therefore, your PICO question will be:
· In adults with diabetes who live in rural areas, what is the effect of a telephonic management program compared to usual care in an urban area on self-care?
· Once you implement the project, how would you sustain the change in practice?
· Would you go to the local health department, primary care office, or home care to implement a program?
Reply Posts
Reply to at least two of your classmates. In your reply posts, review other students' initial posts to gain additional information on the use of PICO questions. Reply to at least two peers and include:
· Observation of PICO/SPIDER content and structure.
· Readability and answerability.
· Searchability of question.
· Comments on any validated tools selected to evaluate the project outcomes.
If you are completing a qualitative project, you will NOT be writing a PICO question; rather, you will be writing a SPIDER question. SPIDER questions allow for greater expansion in the question that is pertinent to qualitative projects. You can refer to the PPT lecture that outlines the SPIDER question for more information as well.
· S= Sample (e.g., Group of participants/population of interest)
· PI= Phenomenon of Interest (a concept (e.g., Burnout; Simulation))
· D = Design (e.g., open-ended survey or focus group interviews)
· E = Evaluation (e.g., Experiences or Perceptions)
· R = Research Type (e.g., Qualitative Description)
Your SPIDER question could be: "What are the perceptions of acute care nurses towards the use of simulation to learn mock codes?”
