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Introduction
This week, data collection platforms will be discussed because they are essential elements to your project development as you begin writing and planning your Chapter III next semester. Begin to consider the various components of data collection platforms that can be utilized when distributing and storing data when you implement your project. You can begin to think about the various platforms you found during your literature search or even consider how you’d distribute demographic surveys or where you’d store open-ended questions in a qualitative project. If you need to design your own survey, what platform would be best for the participant and for the researcher to collect the data necessary? This week’s content will help you answer this question and allow for a greater understanding into the different types of data collection platforms that either assess a fee or are free to use.
You will also be adding the impact on population outcomes, legal and policy issues, quality and safety, and cost-effectiveness concepts as they relate to your SPP topic. These headers will be applied to your supporting literature section at the end of your Chapter II.
Learning Materials Introduction
This week, your focus includes an overview of the components of the Scholarly Practice Project (SPP) and preparing you with advanced competencies for roles as a leader or faculty or in the clinical arena.
All the weekly learning materials (WO 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, and 6) will assist you as you complete the weekly assignments. They will also prepare you with content needed to develop your SPP and enhance your role as a DNP-prepared scholar.
The content within the learning materials should provide support to substantiate the value of the DNP-prepared nurse and the significance of your DNP Scholarly Practice Project (SPP).

1. Identify data collection methods to yield accurate, valid, and meaningful data.
2. Evaluate your initial thoughts about the SPP project designs and whether they still apply to your vision for your SPP.
3. Describe how the impact on population outcomes, legal and policy issues, quality and safety, and cost-effectiveness concepts relate to your SPP topic. These will become additional headers in your Chapter II.

Initial Post

Initial Post
Once the design and specific aims for the SPP project are determined, the next step is to select the best data collection platform. It is critical that the data collection platform is congruent with the study design and the project purpose. Please review the learning materials for this week to answer the following prompts:
· State your type of study approach (quantitative or qualitative research, quality improvement, evidence-based practice, program evaluation) and indicate the strengths and limitations of the study type selected.
· Which data collection platform are you considering using for your SPP? Examples of quantitative platforms include Survey Monkey, Qualtrics, and Kwik Survey. Examples of qualitative platforms include audio recordings, open-ended surveys, and teleconferencing systems to capture participant responses to their lived experience. Some other qualitative collection platforms include N-Vivo that can store qualitative transcripts.
· Have any of the articles that you have identified for your project utilized a data collection platform? Provide a brief summary on which platform was used and if it was a good fit for the study and/or project.
· Use two scholarly citations and the resources from the learning materials to help you answer the discussion prompt.
Replies
Reply to at least two of your classmates’ posts. In your reply posts, provide constructive feedback and alternative data collection tools or methods to two of your peers. Suggest edits that may give more clarity or depth to the data collection process.
