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Introduction
This week focuses on evidence-based Informatics, clinical decision support, and the ever-evolving e-patient. In addition, we will explore the management of health and wellness in digital health, the use of personal health records (PHR), and social media tools for health informatics. The six chapters presented in this section called “Decision-making and the digitally engaged patient” is one of the key areas for the DNP to understand and apply. According to Patel and Johnson (2019), recent research suggests that clinicians offer help to access electronic medical records for patients only 50% of the time. Patel and Johnson (2019) further explain that only 30% of all patients in this study actually access their electronic medical records. This is an alarming rate that as nurses, we need to rectify. This week we will investigate the use of Evidence Based Practice Models (EBP) and Practice Based Evidence (PBE) and shed light on the role of health informatics in merging the two, perhaps with the help of Artificial Intelligence (AI).
Learning Materials Introduction

Once the literature has been reviewed, perhaps with the assistance of a professional librarian, the evidence can be synthesized, and the levels identified. The next step is to identify the data on the topic and analyze the findings. This is part of what you will do in the Informatics Scholarly Paper. Below is an example of data to speak to. For your paper, consider what data charts you can find that exemplify the issues for your topic idea.
The Balance of Wellness, Disease, and Treatment Management

Once the data has been uncovered on the topic, one way to disseminate the findings is through electronic methods such as social media, email, conferences, journal publication, national organization sites, and in workplace interfaces. If we do a project for the DNP and never share what we found through a conference poster or paper, or through publication, then we are missing one of the main objectives found in the guidelines for the Scholarly Practice Project (SPP) or the SQUIRE 2.0 template used as a shortened, condensed version of the SPP.

Lastly, it is crucial that we as nurses working with patients show and explain the importance of looking at their electronic health records, ask questions about them, and move away from hiding the electronic medical records from our patients. It is their right to see these and critical for them to take ownership of their health. Of course, there are appropriate pieces of the electronic medical record that should be reserved for the provider to share, but shielding the computer from the patient makes no sense. Shielding the computer from those that are not authorized to read it is yet another matter of privacy.
Reading the assigned readings, watching the suggested videos, and reviewing the PowerPoints will help to achieve Weekly Objectives 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, & 7 for this week.
