Lesson
Review: Evidence-Based Intervention
Evidence Level and Quality
The goal of evidence-based practice is to find the best evidence to address a practice problem. Interventions based on reliable scientific evidence are more likely to lead to positive outcomes. Finding the best evidence is key. Selecting evidence from a vast array of sources of information can be overwhelming and time-consuming. The hierarchy model is a practical tool for determining the strength and quality of evidence.
The following graphic below will support you in determining the evidence level for your research articles. The first step is to determine the research article design. Look in the right column to find the research design of the article and determine the level of the evidence.  For example, in the abstract of a research article, the researchers may state the design is a non-experimental study. You will find the non-experimental study design under level III in the Johns Hopkins Hierarchy of Evidence Guide.  In another article abstract, the researchers might identify their research method and design as a quantitative quasi-experimental study, and you will find that research design under level II in the Johns Hopkins Hierarchy of Evidence Guide.

Informed Consent and Assent for Minor Children
Informed Consent
Informed consent is an important part of your project. Some projects need to have informed consent based on the design and expected measurement of the outcome. Informed consent in a DNP practice change project is required when the project leader is administering a tool or when data is being collected from a specific population and where the standard of care is not broadly changing.
Informed Consent Required Example
If your project is using a questionnaire to collect data pre- and post-intervention, informed consent needs to be obtained so participants understand the project leader is collecting specific data and how that data will be used.
Further, informed consent permits participants to make an informed decision about participating in the DNP practice change project.
Informed Consent Not Required Example
If a project intervention is the new standard of care and data collected is focused on all patients as a standard of care, often informed consent is not required. Informed consent is not required when the project intervention is standard for all patients and the outcome is a measurement of hospital-acquired pressure injuries (HAPI) pre- and post-intervention.  In this example, the project leader will collect de-identified and aggregated data from the EHR pre- and post-intervention. This type of data collection would not require informed consent for those participating in the project and the intervention is considered a change in the standard of care.
Assent
The Assent Form is used when a minor child is the focus of the project and where data is being collected either through a survey tool or a subset from a specific population. The important thing to remember with assent is the child is recognized as a vulnerable population. As such, the parent or legal guardian would need to sign an Informed Consent Form, and the child would need to sign the Assent Form. Both documents are required as a part of the pre-screening process and should be included in the Week 2 submission.

Purpose
The purpose of this assignment is to write the second part of the DNP Project Manuscript. This assignment will allow you to present your introduction, background, practice question, literature synthesis, and evidence-based intervention. These project design sections will be added to the DNP Project Manuscript Part 1 assignment. Turnitin will be applied to this assignment.
Instructions
Start with the week 2 paper and the feedback from your faculty. Ensure that all track changes are accepted and make all of the revisions that your faculty requested for the week 2 assignment. Students are required to make all requested revisions per your faculty feedback and Submit a Clean Copy of the week 4 paper. Add the evidence-based intervention and literature synthesis sections (Parts 1-4) to complete the Week 4 Assignment.

1. Please Note: This is not an article-by-article review and is not an annotated Bibliography. The synthesis is a separate writing method in which the themes are identified in the research articles and each theme is discussed and the research articles supporting that themes are cited. 
vi. Explain the differences (contrast the main points) in the research articles. In the DNP Project Manuscript Template, begin this paragraph under the Level 2 Header:   Contrasting Results or Themes in the Research.
vii. Present an objective overarching synthesis of research statement supporting the evidence-based intervention.
3. References
a. Information in this manuscript must be substantiated by citations.
b. Reference publication dates must be within the last 5 years.
c. References must be from peer-reviewed journals, government websites, and credible national and global organizations.
d. In-text citations should align with the reference page.
e. In-text citations and references must be in the current APA format.
4. Scholarly Writing Criteria
a. Submit the paper on the DNP Project Manuscript Template.
b. Use the headers provided in the template.
c. Use the current APA style and format throughout the manuscript.
