3. Describe your area of greatest learning from your learning this week on the role of DNP-prepared nurses to use and apply scientific principles of epidemiology to inform relevant policy development and advocacy for contemporary societal issues like childhood obesity in contemporary society.
Your post must have at least two unique peer-reviewed, scholarly references. These references should come from sources other than your textbook or web sites and must be included in the text of the initial discussion post.

Replies
All students are to review all of the submitted presentations.
As you review each peer presentation, address one of the following prompts. You may respond to a different prompt for each presentation:
· Were the overall objectives well-presented? Explain your reasoning.
· What data and the information did the presentation reveal? Are there limitations, missing information, and eccentricities?
· What population is impacted by the health condition? What is the extent and pattern of the public health problem being investigated — which months, which neighborhoods, and which groups of people have the most and least cases?
· Describe the health of a population that can be easily communicated with tables, graphs, and maps.
· Give an overview of the core objectives and explain whether they have met the target goal
· The areas or groups within the population that have high rates of disease. This information in turn provides important clues to the causes of the disease, and these clues can be turned into testable hypotheses.
· Apply the three levels of prevention and how they relate to the objective.
