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Introduction
As a DNP student, you will need to make sense of the literature you have collected and appraised to draw conclusions and design your SPP in NU 727. You must first identify any relationships, understand what is known, and describe any identified gaps you have discovered during your readings. While you continue to present your findings in an organized manner, consider the best approach for your SPP. There are several ways to approach this, and not all DNP students will do this the same way. That is OK! Some DNP students chose to take a chronological approach by discussing findings in a continuum. Others choose to organize the content based on their PICO question by starting with the population and continuing their research findings afterwards.
Remember, you are not simply regurgitating the content of your readings. You are synthesizing, making connections, and showing the relationship to your audience. As you create headers, they will provide the structure from what you have read so you can synthesize and use multiple articles within each header. When multiple articles are incorporated to reinforce a point, it allows for a more robust point to be made about that topic header. For example, if you were to have a header about CAUTIs in ICU patients, you would try to find as many articles as possible that investigate that topic and include it in that section header. Synthesizing literature into headings is not easy, but it can be simpler once you familiarize yourself with the literature related to your SPP.
Note: You will also use the scheduler to schedule a time to meet with your instructor to review your progress of their SPP during the next 1–2 weeks.
Learning Materials Introduction
This week, your focus includes an overview of the components of the Scholarly Practice Project (SPP) and preparing you with advanced competencies for roles as a leader or faculty or in the clinical arena.

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Grading Category: EBP Model Assessment
At this point in the semester, most of your articles should have been identified. If not, begin the process of locating all the literature using the search terms and Boolean phrasing used in the databases. Identify the main points the authors are making about your topic. Once you notice the main points of an article’s findings, use the synthesis table below to paraphrase the main point of the article. Then, you will generate a header (or two; it can depend on if multiple points are made) and its level of evidence. Complete the table below with your articles and begin outlining your Chapter II.
Include article findings that can include statistics, such as correlations, associations, differences, statistical significance, and confidence internals, that can help verify your points.
