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Introduction
This week, you will meet with your course faculty to review your current Chapter II SPP progress. This can also take place in Week 10 if that better for you or your instructor). This time is essential to ask any clarifying questions, review feedback, and evaluate the overall flow of your SPP. You also will review the updated 2021 DNP Essentials and apply the domains and competencies into your SPP. Lastly, you will be taking a deeper dive into the research relevant to your SPP topic. Keep in mind if you notice any gaps in the literature. These gaps drive researchers to further explore this area and conduct research. Usually, for your project, the gap found is that your workplace institutions or community are not applying best practices or there are poor outcomes in a particular area. Although you won’t be conducting research for your project, it is important to note the gaps in the literature that are relevant to your topic to identify where you or other researchers can continue to research in the future.
Learning Materials Introduction
This week, your focus includes an overview of the components of the Scholarly Practice Project (SPP) and preparing you with advanced competencies for roles as a leader or faculty or in the clinical arena.
All the weekly learning materials (WO 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, and 6) will assist you as you complete the weekly assignments. They will also prepare you with content needed to develop your SPP and enhance your role as a DNP-prepared scholar.
The content within the learning materials should provide support to substantiate the value of the DNP-prepared nurse and the significance of your DNP Scholarly Practice Project (SPP).

Write two well-developed paragraphs explaining any identified gaps in the research you have identified thus far for your literature review. Provide an additional paragraph addressing whether your SPP can address or fill any gaps in current practice at your proposed project setting? Provide at least two scholarly citations to support to meet expectations.
Replies
As you review your peer’s discussion board, consider any gaps in health care you have personally witnessed during your nursing career. Can you help your peers identify any gaps in care or research that their SPP could help address?

Familiarize yourself with The Essentials: Core Competencies for Professional Nursing Education (2021) (PDF).
Instructions for working with the text:
The Essentials: Core Competencies for Professional Nursing Education (2021) provides a framework for preparing individuals as members of the discipline of nursing, reflecting expectations across the trajectory of nursing education and applied experience. These Essentials introduce 10 domains that represent the essence of professional nursing practice and the expected competencies for each domain. The domains and competencies exemplify the uniqueness of nursing as a profession and reflect the diversity of practice settings. The competencies accompanying each domain are designed to be applicable across four spheres of care (disease prevention/promotion of health and well-being, chronic disease care, regenerative or restorative care, and hospice/palliative/supportive care) across the lifespan and with diverse patient populations. While the domains and competencies are identical for both entry and advanced levels of education, the sub-competencies build from entry level into professional nursing practice to advanced levels of knowledge and practice.
After reviewing the table starting on p. 27 of The Essentials, identify one competency with a matching APN sub-competency for each domain you have addressed or will address during the program. (This can be done in a table format if it is easier to document. See the following for an example.)
