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Values embedded within the families could influence engagement in risky behaviors such as alcohol misuse. Moreover, breakdowns in family structure could predispose individuals to the same.
Effects of trauma and crisis event
Historical trauma may lead to increased likelihood of the occurrence of mental health and substance use disorders. 
 Health beliefs
Beliefs about health, including healthy lifestyle and behavioral choices, could influence the rates of alcohol abuse. In addition, this could predict help-seeking behaviors and utilization of substance use health services.

Alcohol abuse and abuse disorders
Discrimination, bias, and racism
Systemic racism, discrimination, and bases could reduce opportunities across different domains of life, including employment housing, and access to mental and behavioral health services. 
Education and employment
Low levels of education and inadequate employment opportunities for AAs may predispose them to increased risk of mental health and alcohol use disorders.
