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Introduction
This week, you will be learning about mixed-method research. Mixed-method research incorporates elements from qualitative and quantitative research methodologies that allow for inferences to be made upon their integration. An easy way to remember mixed method is that it is a mix of both research methods into one study to understand the phenomenon or problem of interest. There are different approaches to mixed-method designs that a researcher can employ, and it is important to consider which approach is best for your SPP topic. Although this approach is a bit time-consuming, it is growing in popularity due to its ability to inform one design or answer (or even generate) questions that arise when surveys and interview responses match (and especially when they do not match).
You will also be applying the edits from your earlier submission of Chapter I and submitting another draft of your chapter I this week. Be sure to spend the time that is needed to revise your edits accordingly so your instructor can provide different feedback to strengthen your Chapter I. This submission is only a draft and a final submission will be submitted at the end of the semester along with your Chapter II.

This week, your focus includes an overview of the components of the Scholarly Practice Project (SPP) and preparing you with advanced competencies for roles as a leader or faculty or in the clinical arena.
