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Introduction
This week, you will work on the plan and procedure part of your paper. This section is where you will move to understanding and using outcome measures, including data collection and analysis plans, in Chapter III of your SPP. You will delineate the steps of your selected evidence-based model and describe how you plan to carry out each step. This will be important when you complete your IRB application in NU741. It helps to list each step of your EBP model with your particular plan for achieving each step of the model. A DNP project, like research, is based on steps and a systematic process. This ensures the team and members of the IRB can understand how your DNP project protocol is congruent with basic standards. The alignment and logic of the data collection and analysis plans needs to be crystal clear.
You will schedule a meeting with your instructor to review the status of your project, specifically Chapter III Methodology.
This week’s objectives will give you an opportunity to familiarize yourself with statistical tools. This is important as you will be able to identify the quality of the data you are reviewing. Be sure to note that just because something is published in a journal does not mean that it is the highest quality data.

i. Create a pie chart for gender.
ii. Create a scatterplot using years of experience and label the axes appropriately:
iii. X axis = subject code
iv. Y axis = years of experience
g. Download the PDFs of the pie chart and scatterplot in landscape orientation and upload them according to the submission instructions (following).
h. In the Word document, add a narrative to describe the results of the scatterplot and pie chart.
