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I really enjoyed reading your insightful thoughts about cultural competence and culturally competent care. Nurses interact with people from diverse cultural backgrounds. Consequently, they require to understand and incorporate this diversity in care delivery, observing and respecting individuals’ customs, traditions, beliefs, and values (Stubbe, 2020). As you aptly highlight, demonstrating cultural competence and delivering culturally competent care requires nurses to demonstrate values such as humility, respect, empathy, tolerance, and acceptance. Indeed, the American Nurses Association (ANA) considers this as an obligation for nurses, as articulated in Standard 8 (Marion et al., 2016). Specifically, the aspects play a crucial role in meeting the Triple Aim goal by ensuring patient-centered care and reducing healthcare disparities (Cipta et al., 2024; Nair & Adetayo, 2019). In line with your thoughts, I believe that DNP-prepared nurses should play a frontline role in meeting this goal by aligning care with specific populations’ cultures.
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
