IRB Prescreening Process
Your work this week is focused on preparing documents for the Institutional Review Board (IRB) review for prescreening determination of your project.
 Documents
The documents you will need to prepare include the following:
· DNP IRB Prescreening Supplement Form
· Informed Consent Form (if required for your project)
· Documents you have compiled from previous coursework
Additional documents will include the following:
· CITI training certificate
· Letter of support from the practicum site
· Practicum site IRB approval or letter from site authority indicating there is no IRB practicum requirement
· Data collection tool with reliability and validity confirmation
· Permission to use the tool if not in the public domain

Prescreening Process Interactive Transcript
 Practicum Site IRB
If your practicum site requires submission of your project to the practicum site IRB, you must secure the required documentation so you can submit the project promptly for practicum site IRB review. Work closely with your preceptor and your course faculty to prepare the IRB application for your practicum site.
Practicum site IRB reviews may differ slightly from the university’s review process. In some cases, practicum site reviews may elect to exempt the project from ongoing oversight or may elect to provide an expedited review of the project. Ultimately, the goal for practicum site approval is to receive an authorized letter from the IRB that identifies the project as not human subjects research. Once you have received this approval from your practicum site, coupled with project determination from Chamberlain University, you will collaborate with your course faculty to determine the best options for project implementation.
Informed Consent and Assent for Minor Children
Informed Consent
Informed consent is an important part of your project. Some projects need to have informed consent based on the design and expected measurement of the outcome. Informed consent in a DNP practice change project is required when the project leader is administering a tool or when data is being collected from a specific population and where the standard of care is not broadly changing.
 Required Example
If your project is using a questionnaire to collect data pre- and post-intervention, informed consent needs to be obtained so participants understand the project leader is collecting specific data and how that data will be used.
 
Further, informed consent permits participants to make an informed decision about participating in the DNP practice change project. If a project is not collecting data from a tool or from a population subset, often informed consent is not required.
 Not Required Example
If the project outcome is a measurement of hospital-acquired pressure injuries (HAPI) pre- and post-intervention, the project leader would complete a retrospective chart audit of pre- and post-intervention HAPIs, and this data would be aggregated where there would be no patient identifiers. This type of retrospective chart audit would not require informed consent for those participating in the project and would be considered a change in the standard of care.
Assent
The Assent Form is used when a minor child is the focus of the project and where data is being collected either through a survey tool or a subset from a specific population. The important thing to remember with assent is the child is recognized as a vulnerable population. As such, the parent or legal guardian would need to sign an Informed Consent Form, and the child would need to sign the Assent Form. Both documents are required as a part of the pre-screening process and should be included in the Week 2 submission. Practicum Site IRB Determination
If your practicum site requires your project to be reviewed by their IRB, please ensure that you apply to the practicum site IRB today if you have not done so already.
Some practicum site IRBs require another committee to review your project first, and after the committee’s review, then you can submit your project to the practicum site IRB.  Sometimes this process takes 8 weeks, 12 weeks, or even longer. So please start this process today if you have not done so already.
Please let me know that your practicum site requires IRB approval, council approval, or committee approval.
If your practicum site IRB requires Chamberlain’s IRB Prescreening determination first, let me know and complete your IRB Prescreening Supplement form and the associated documents in week one.  Use the instruction documents for the IRB Prescreening Supplement form and submit the documents early, if possible. You can find the instruction documents in the announcements for this course and I also have the instruction documents.
For all students whose practicum site requires a committee or council review and/ or IRB review, these approvals must be received before the end of NR705.

Assignment 1
Purpose
The purpose of this assignment is to provide you with an opportunity to complete the professional activity of obtaining Institutional Review Board (IRB) prescreening determination for your DNP practice change project. The intent of this prescreening determination is to ensure the protection of human subjects and confidential health information.
Completion of the DNP IRB Prescreening Supplement Form has several required components and frequently requires revision of the form before final submission and eventual prescreening determination by the IRB. IRB prescreening determination of the DNP project means the project does not constitute human subjects research as defined by the Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) Regulations, Title 45 of the Code of Federal Regulations part 46, also known as the “Common Rule.” The project must have IRB determination from Chamberlain University and the practicum site (if required) to progress in the course and to begin implementation.
This is an important step because timely completion of the IRB documents will allow course faculty sufficient time to review the documents thoroughly and determine if revisions are needed. If revisions are needed to the project, please be sure to provide a timely response with those revisions so your project can be submitted to the Chamberlain University IRB for prescreening determination. The timely completion of this process depends upon you!
Instructions
Use full sentences when completing all of the forms for this assignment, including the informed consent and the IRB Prescreening Supplement Form. Follow these guidelines when completing each component of the assignment. Contact your course faculty if you have questions.
Submit the following items:
