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Introduction
Moran, Burson, & Conrad (2020) states, “The research method may be qualitative (when the goal is to understand the lived experience around the phenomenon of interest), quantitative (when the goal is to measure a phenomenon, or examine how the phenomenon of interest works) or a mixed method (both quantitative and qualitative)” (pp. 143–144). This week, you will continue to develop your project alignment. Clinical question, literature search, implementation, and evaluation need to line up logically. This includes the influence of your chosen theoretical framework and how that fits with your EBP model, research methods, and plans for data collection and analysis. Your philosophical assumptions will impact how you design your project. Your philosophical assumptions relate directly to your theoretical framework. Despite whatever method is chosen, a demographic survey should be developed and included in your study. This document will need to be included in your IRB application.
This week, you will discuss your sample, project design, sample population, and setting and develop your demographic survey.
Learning Materials Introduction
This week, our focus will be on questionnaire development, sampling, and setting. In the Polit and Beck text, Chapters 12, 13, and 14 (WO 1, WO 2, WO 3), you will learn about the various data collection strategies, types of sampling in an EBP, measurement, and data quality assessment. In Lor’s (2017) article, “Tailored Explanation: A Strategy to Minimize Nonresponse in Demographic Items Among Low-income Racial and Ethnic Minorities” (WO 1, WO 2, WO 3, WO 4), you’ll learn about how to get as many participants as you can to participate in, and accurately complete, demographic items when researching populations who are low income, or racial or ethnic minorities.

1. What components of the appendix do you find are appropriate to ask veterans?
2. Do you feel some of these questions are pertinent to your SPP? Why or why not?
3. Why do you feel these questions are important to ask? If so, which questions do you think are appropriate and which questions would you add?
For example, for your SPP, is asking about religion important? Or is occupation or income necessary to obtain in order to gather what you need to know about your sample? These questions will guide you as you develop your own demographic survey for your SPP.

c. What stresses does the spouse of a terminally ill patient experience?
d. What type of information does a nurse draw on most heavily in formulating nursing diagnoses?
e. What are the coping mechanisms and perceived barriers to coping among severely disfigured burn patients?
3. Develop a topic guide that focuses on nursing students’ reasons for selecting nursing as a career and their satisfactions and dissatisfactions with their decision. Administer the topic guide to five first-year nursing students in a face-to-face interview situation. Now administer the topic guide in a focus group setting with five nursing students. Compare the kinds of information that the two approaches yielded. What, if anything, did you learn in the group setting that did not emerge in the personal interviews (and vice versa)?
4. Would a psychiatric nurse researcher or Project Lead be well-suited to undertake a participant observation study or project of the interactions between psychiatric nurses and their clients? Why or why not?
