You could add a more dynamic way to present Leininger's Culture Care Theory. This theory could be shown in a visually engaging way. The five tenets could be separated so that the audience can absorb them more quickly. The PowerPoint smart art section can help with this if you decide to do that. Perez Sandoval et al. (2023) describe how Leininger's Culture Care Theory can help elucidate patient beliefs on end of life care which adds to your point that culturally adept care results in higher patient satisfaction. You did a great job and you have a clear passion for your project. After watching your presentation I realized I needed to say what part of the country my project will be performed in!

Palliative care is a construct of focused care that strives to optimize the quality of life of clients with dire health diseases and assuage their suffering. Studies indicate that as the population ages and the rampage of chronic conditions, health organizations must offer palliative care (Senderovich & McFadyen, 2020). Introducing palliative care in non-palliative milieus can help address physical, spiritual, pragmatic, and emotional facets. Noteworthily, palliative care augments clients' quality of life by providing psychosocial support and provider-client communication.
