Introduction
(4-5 sentences)
Brief statement focusing on purpose of the paper and the sections of the paper.
A: Analyze/Assess
(½ to one page)
Identify the potential area of study or problem/issue to solve or identify the performance and/or knowledge gap.
Precisely define the issue/problem/gap you want to address. Include a background/overview of the issue/problem/gap and short, clear description of how you plan to address it. 
 Define terms, population, independent/dependent variables (if using).
D: Design
(2-4 pages)
 This design section should include an in-depth discussion using references to support the reason(s) why your solution to the problem will help solve the problem, that also describes why other organizations use this solution. Analyze the Strengths and Weaknesses for the Proposed Solution
The following points are a guide; they are not all required to be addressed in this section:  
·  Does the proposed solution measure what you are trying to measure? (Why/Why not)  
· Describe how the proposed solution is:  
· Nimble (applicable to your setting)?
· Relevant to your population?
· For the solution:  
· How widely used and regarded is the method/solution?   
· Is the information free and available to the public?  
· Is the information up to date?  
· [bookmark: _Int_52RW1XKc]For evaluating possible research tools/validated instruments (questionnaires, surveys, etc.):  
· How reliable and robust is the tool?  
· Is the instrument available for public use?   
· Do you need to obtain permission to use the tool?   

Should include at least 5 references and 2 of them must be from peer reviewed journals.
D: Develop
(3-4 pages)
4-5 sentence introduction framing the specific reasoning for choosing the use case. Should include a clear and strong use case representation (in outline or chart form). 
Use Case  
Use Case Name: Provide name of your use case
· ID: Use case unique identifier = (define this using UC plus the use case Name from above). 
· Description of use case: Provide a brief 1-2 sentence explanation. 
· Primary actor: List the primary person/actor that the Use Case represents. 
· Supporting actors: List the secondary individuals/organizations involved in the use case scenario. 
· Stakeholders and Interests: Lists the individuals with high-level administrative and financial responsibility in the use case. 
· Pre-Conditions: Lists the aspects of the use case that must be in place for the trigger to be possible. 

Normal Flow of Events

I: Implementation
(1-2 pages)
Provide a clear and effective visual representation of the Develop Section/Use Case Normal Flow of Events section (a flowchart, workflow chart, etc.). Can be created on a computer in any program or hand drawn and scanned.
E: Evaluation
(1-2 pages)
In-depth reflective discussion that can be hypothetical or real if you completed this project somewhere previously. The discussion should include information about what reporting measures and outcomes will be used to evaluate how well the project went or find that it does not work.
Conclusion
(3-5 sentences)
Concise summary of the paper/project. No new concepts should be added.
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
