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Introduction

Every draft submission of your SPP paper will be an improved version that incorporates faculty and project team feedback; this week will allow you to apply some of the feedback from the previous submission. It is important you make these changes accordingly and write comments and questions wherever needed so you can stay on track. Writing is a technical skill you will develop over time, so do not be discouraged if you need to submit to an editor or need extra help in writing. You are being introduced to the academic rigor of a DNP scholar, and the more you write and revise, the better writer you will become. Writing well is integral to all aspects of nursing practice at the doctoral level of education and these revisions position you to learn, apply, and improve your writing skills for when you graduate with your DNP degree.
