This is an important step for you to begin project implementation in NU742. It is important to document your process for project implementation in your SPP, PPT, and poster that is centered around your project site and the rationale behind this choice. Your audience will want to know how your project site and stakeholders cooperated or did not cooperate with your project. Describing your process for obtaining permission from a project site, the steps of project implementation, and external IRB submission should not be overlooked. It is important for generating context for your project. During your proposal hearing, identify the stakeholders for your project team and identify with whom you are communicating at your project site.
Please remember you will not implement your project and begin recruitment and data collection until you have had your proposal hearing and have notification from the Regis College IRB that your IRB application has been approved.

Overview
This discussion board assignment is designed for you to obtain feedback on Chapter 3 (Methodology) of your SPP from your peers and for you to give feedback to peers in return. By allowing yourself to receive and offer feedback, it will allow you to exercise skills in peer critique and understanding the different methods. Chapter 3 explains the design and procedures for your project and needs to be clear and concise. Receiving feedback will help the readability of Chapter 3 while helping you see examples of other student work and seeing where your paper could improve prior to the SPP draft submission.
Remember to use bias free language and to cite all figures according to the copyright citation in APA. Also remember to cite and use headers according to APA format.
Initial Post
Attach Chapter 3 of your SPP to your initial post for your peers to review.
Reply Posts
Reply to at least two of your classmates. Please make every attempt to select two peers who have not been critiqued yet to allow everyone to receive feedback. Once everyone’s Chapter 3 has been critiqued at least once, you can select the same peer as another student.
After reading their Chapter 3 SPPs, address the following in your replies:
· Do you understand how participants will give informed consent to participate in the project?
· Do the project procedures make sense, could they be replicated?
· Do the data collection and data analysis plans match?
· Are there problems with the project design?
· Is the sample size correct?
· Is the method for recruitment clear?
· Are there other issues in Chapter 3 that need to be addressed?
