The Plan-Do-Study-Act (PDSA) model is widely used in continuous quality improvement to optimize medical education through training and active learning sessions. The PDSA model deliberately makes alterations or modifications to improve the quality improvement project through the training as a useful intervention leading to higher satisfaction (Rose et al., 2021). 
An alternative model, such as “the Academic Center of evidence-based practice (ACE) model” can be used in a structured, simulation-based remediation program. The participants need to understand the adoption of the EBP theory and translate it to nursing intervention through the establishment of the key issues, synthesize evidence, incorporate clinical recommendations, integrate practice, and evaluate of effectiveness of the intervention (Li et al., 2025). As such, there is a need to collect data for indicators, including baseline data, time, intervention effects, functions, and statistical analysis, including a sample t-test comparing results before and after the intervention. The ACE model has been proven effective in optimizing care and improving the quality of nursing practices. 
To improve the quality improvement project, it is imperative to formulate targeted and systematic interventions to improve efficiency in nursing process and reduce risk of complications (Li et al., 2025). EBP models help to reduce the incidence rates of complications through adequate preparations, simplification of processes and immediate actions, ultimately improving success rate of the project. 
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
